Bernalillo County, New Mexico

Built in phases beginning (ca.1840),
the Gutierrez-Hubbell House (GHH)
grew into a 5,840 square foot adobe
hacienda and 10 acres of cultivated
farmland that at one time was the
heart of the community serving as a
post office, meeting place, and mer-
cantile and agricultural center.

It was the private residence of James
L. Santiago Hubbell and Julian
Gutierrez-Hubbell. It is architectur-
ally significant as an example of a

Out of this grew the idea to develop a
historic adobe building code, which the
National Trust is sponsoring ($5,000) in
conjunction with NMHPA through our
Statewide and Local Challenge Grants.

Largest Freestanding Rock Barn
(Not so rock-solid, or is it?)

Own your own piece of history in Oklahoma!

Standing as a silent reminder of the agri-
cultural age is the Neal Barn of northern
Oklahoma.

The huge barn, constructed in 1941 by
Richard Schultz, is 96 ft wide, 160 ft long,
and 55 ft from floor to ceiling. It has no
loft, it is simply too wide a span. However,
the space in the barn is awe-inspiring.
When empty, it truly fits the description of barns such as this — Prairie Ca-
thedral. Both sides are framed out as pens for livestock, along with rooms
for storage of feeds and grain. But the large center area will easily hold
55,000 bales of hay.

The barn is incredibly strong as well; the massive piers which support the
east and west wall, along with the foundation, stretch deep into the Okla-
homa Prairie. A recent survey indicated that the barn had not settled sub-
stantially and that all the mortar joints were tight.

The roof is supported by laminated beams of fir or ash, which gracefully
extend from floor level to the peak of the roof.

The barn is National Register eligible. Currently, the barn is for sale and
the owner is in desperate need to sell the property. Please contact Paul Jan-
zen paul@intermountainfunding.com for more information.

Major Expansion of Historic Rehab Tax
Credit Proposed in House Bill!

COMMUNITY RESTORATION AND
REVITALIZATION ACT INTRO-
DUCED IN HOUSE!

The “Community Restoration and Revitali-
zation Act”, H.R. 659, is a package of
amendments that would make the historic
rehabilitation tax credit ("rehab credit") work
better for main street commercial properties,
particularly where there is a critical need for
affordable housing and community revitali-
zation. The concept was developed by the
National Trust for Historic Preservation in
close collaboration with preservation organi-
zations, developers, tax credit users, and the
financing community. The American Insti-
tute of Architects (AIA) also endorses the
initiative.
