New Tools for Saving Historic Schools

We are pleased to share a recent breakthrough that will help ensure a brighter
future for historic neighborhood schools.

As you may know, the National Trust placed Historic Neighborhood Schools on
the list of the nation’s 11 Most Endangered Places in 2000. In 4 Community
Guide to Saving Older
Schools and Why Johnny
Can’t Walk to School: His-
toric Neighborhood Schools
in the Age of Sprawl, we ad-
dressed the myths about
renovation of existing
schools and that America’s
older and historic schools are
being abandoned due to poli-
cies that encourage consoli-
dation and new construction
over renovation and contin-
ued use. San Antonio Crockett Elementary
But now there’s good news: the Council of Educational Facility Planners
International (CEFPI), which published the outdated guidelines that often
served as the basis for these problematic policies, has released four new
publications which specifically support the maintenance and rehabilitation of
our older schools:
e A Primer for the Rehabilitation/Restoration of Older and Historic
Schools;
e Schools for Successful Communities: an Element of Smart Growth,;
e An Appraisal Guide for Older and Historic School Facilities
e Creating Connections: the Council of Educational Facility Planners
Guide to Educational Facility Planning.

CEFPI’s updated guidelines incorporate many community-friendly changes,
including significant changes to acreage standards and siting recommendations.

CEFPI’s web site (www.cefpi.org) describes the new materials, which will help
local citizens, elected officials, school boards, and land-use planners make in-
formed decisions about school renovation and construction.

We encourage you to use and disseminate this news throughout your communi-

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Restore America Grants Announced
2005-2006 Winners

HGTV donated 31 million to fund the
2005-2006 Restore America Grant win-
ners. The 12 community revitalization
projects selected have been awarded
grants ranging from $25,000 to
$100,000. The Restore America Grants
are intended to further the restoration
or rehabilitation of a historic structure
for residential use in an effort to spur
community revitalization. Grants may
be used for professional services fees or
bricks and mortar expenses.

North Little Rock, AR: Argenta
Drug Store ($50,000)

Said to be the oldest continuously
operating drug store west of the
Mississippi, the Argenta Drug Store
(below) has operated at the corner
of Main and 4th Streets in North
Little Rock since 1887. The drug
store is among the most historically

vitality in this Main Street town.

Houston, TX : Jefferson Davis
Hospital ($50,000)

The Jefferson Davis Hospital
(below), a Classical Revival style
red brick structure, was the first
city-owned hospital in Houston to
accept indigent patients. Con-
structed atop City Cemetery, Hous-
ton’s second oldest municipal
cemetery, it was rumored to be
named after Jefferson Davis, the
President of the Confederacy, to
diffuse the public outcry when it
became widely known that the city
was erecting its new hospital on a
Confederate graveyard. The four-
story hospital opened its doors in
1924, but was soon rendered in-
adequate due to the city’s rapid
growth and was replaced by a

signifi-
cant
proper-
ties in
Arkan-
sas and
is
unique
among
historic
proper-
ties in the United States due
to its prominent location,
original architecture and ex-
clusive operation as a phar-
macy. With the exception of
an annex, constructed in
1891, there have been no sig-
nificant modifications or improve-
ments to the building. Architectur-
ally it remains as it was 120 years
ago. Grant funds will be used by
Argenta Community Development
Corporation to reopen and rehabili-
tate the second floor into residential
lofts, not only preserving the local
landmark, but boosting economic

“new” Jefferson Davis Hos-
pital in 1938, demolished in
2000. The old hospital
served in various functions
over the years, but has been
vacant for the past two dec-
ades, during which time it
has become notorious as a

“haunted” building. Grant funds
will be used by Artspace Projects,
Inc. and Avenue Community De-
velopment Corporation to trans-
form the old Jefferson Davis Hos-
pital into the Elder Street Artist
Lofts, a fully functioning multi-
family residential building for
artists.
