Rural Heritage Development Initiative

The National Trust’s Rural Heritage Development Initiative (RHDI) is in full swing in the 15-county Arkansas Delta region. A
three-year, Kellogg Foundation-funded pilot program, the RHDI aims to preserve and promote the history and heritage of this dis-
tinct region through preservation-based economic development techniques and programming. The initiative focuses on heritage
tourism, local business development, preservation education, imaging and branding, and landmark preservation in the Arkansas
Delta.

To date, National Trust’s Rural Heritage Development Initiative (RHDI) has hired a field representative for the region and begun
implementing programming outlined by both national and regional advisory committees consisting of preservation advocates and
professionals. Partnered with the National Trust, Main Street Arkansas, Arkansas Delta Byways Regional Tourism Association, and
the Historic Preservation Alliance of Arkansas, RHDI is concentrating on collaborative efforts to revitalize the Delta region. Pro-
jects presently underway include a Music Heritage Trail highlighting the rich and unique blues, gospel, jazz, and country music
originating from the Delta. African-American and Agricultural Heritage Trails will follow in years two and three of the initiative.

Also in the works are a series of workshops and consultations from preservation and economic development professionals across the
country. Heritage tourism consultants Amy Webb and Dan Spock will visit the Arkansas Delta in July for a Visitor Experience As-
sessment and workshops. Economist Donovan Rypkema will be in the region the last week in August to conduct a seminar and
workshop on the economics of historic preservation. Randy Wilson, an architect and image consultant will work with RHDI in Au-
gust to identify and develop a regional brand and marketing campaign and in partnership with the Southwest Office, a historic school
reuse workshop to highlight Rosenwald Schools in the Delta is scheduled for October of this year.

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Teardowns Resource Guide

Across the nation a teardown epidemic is wiping
out historic neighborhoods one house at a time.
Specifically, in the Southwest region, teardowns
have been a source of contention in Dallas, Fort
Worth, Austin, San Antonio and Houston. As
older homes are demolished and replaced with
dramatically larger, out-of-scale new structures,
the historic character of the existing neighbor-
hood is changed forever. Community economic
and social diversity is reduced as new mansions
replace affordable homes. House by house, neighborhoods are losing a part of their
historic fabric and much of their character. Historic neighborhoods can be protected
from teardowns, through a variety of tools and approaches that manage this type of
growth. Because there is no "one-size-fits-all" solution or "magic bullet" that will stop
teardowns, communities should expect to use a combination of tools.

To help with this process, the National Trust is working to show models and profile
communities that have developed innovative strategies through the online Teardowns
Resource Guide.
