
Pacific Northwest Preservation Services Fund 
 In 2002 the National Trust for Historic 
Preservation received a generous gift from 
an anonymous donor to create an endowed 
Preservation Services Fund (PSF) for the 
Pacific Northwest.  The Pacific Northwest 
Preservation Services Fund provides 
matching grants ranging from $1,000 to 
$5,000 to nonprofit organizations and public 
agencies to initiate preservation projects in 
Alaska, Idaho, Oregon, and Washington.  
The Pacific Northwest 
PSF increases the annual 
amount of funding  for 
projects in these 4 states 
by over $25,000.  Five 
grants were awarded 
during the inaugural 
round  in October 2002 . 
 

Kachemak Heritage 
Land Trust, Homer, 
AK: $1,500 to research 
and produce a report on 
the life of Victor Holm 
and his contribution to 
the settlement of the 
Kasilof area.  This information will assist 
Kachemak Heritage Land Trust prioritize the 
preservation of the Victor Holm Cabin (c. 
1890, NR, State designation) and its contents 
and contribute to interpretation of the cabin 
for visitors.   
 

The Chesterfield Foundation, Bancroft, 
ID: $3,500 to review operation options and 
develop a plan for managing and operating 

the Chesterfield Historic Site (1879-1904, 
NR).  Established in 1879, the historic town 
of Chesterfield, ID is considered the best-
preserved example of a small Mormon settle-
ment before 1900.   
 

Bigelow House Preservation Association, 
Olympia, WA: $3,500 to produce a Phase II 
Structural Use and Interpretation Plan for 
the Bigelow House Museum. The Carpenter 
Gothic style residence was built between 

1855 and 1860 for a 
prominent early Wash-
ington Territory settler.   
 

Jef ferson County 
Washington, Port 
Townsend, WA: $4,000 
to develop a planning 
and design study for the 
future retrofit, upgrade 
and restoration of the 
Courthouse and Clock 
Tower (1892, NHL, NR, 
State designation). A 
recent structural analysis 
of the Courthouse re-

vealed that it is at risk from earthquakes and 
severe winds.   
 

Spokane City-County Historic Preserva-
tion Office, Spokane, WA: $3,000 to pro-
duce a portion of the Cultural Landscape 
Report that will guide the restoration of the 
2.9-acre, Moore-Turner portion of the Cor-
bin and Moore-Turner Heritage Gardens.   
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Protecting Open Space and  Historic Resources 
 In protecting open space and the natural 
environment, land trust  organizations often 
overlook historic resources that are assets to 
the landscape.  The Western Office recently 
awarded two PSF grants that address this issue: 
 

$1,500 to the Martinez Regional Land 
Trust, Martinez, CA to hire a consultant to 
develop a vision plan for the development of 
the Carquinez Strait Heritage Area.  This effort 
will include a stakeholder’s conference; devel-
opment of maps identifying historic and natural 
resources; a plan to create the Heritage Area; 

and a written report on the conference       
proceedings. 
$3,500 to People for Open Space/
Greenbelt Alliance on behalf of the Bay 
Area Open Space Council, San Fran-
cisco, CA to support the publication of a 
report entitled Historic and Cultural Resources 
on Conservation Lands, demonstrating the 
compatibility of the preservation of historic 
properties with natural resource protection.  
This  manual will be useful to the numerous 
land trusts and open space stewards in the 
Bay Area that manage historic resources.

APPROACHING DEADLINES  

 The Western Office, Mountains/Plains 
Office, and Southwest Office of the National 
Trust partnered with the National Park Service, 
CA SHPO and Japanese American National 
Museum to host the All-Camps Summit in Los 
Angeles in November.  Ensuring the Legacy 
commemorated the 60th anniversary of the 
signing of Executive Order 9066, which led to 
the internment of over 120,000 people of 
Japanese descent during WWII, and provided a 
unique opportunity for former internees, 
educators, and preservationists to gather in one 
place.    
 The Western Office helped plan several 
sessions for the “Preserving the Sites” track of 
the summit, and provided $2,500 in 
scholarships for representatives of groups 
working to preserve the camps.  Over 150 
people attended the preservation sessions, 
which included three educational sessions and a 
forum where participants were able to share 
stories, identify preservation issues, provide 
updates on current and future projects, and 
report on successes.  As the first organized 
gathering of people associated with all ten 
internment camps, the Summit laid the 
foundation for future collaboration among 
camp groups and the National Trust.  The 
weekend concluded with support for the 
formation of an All-Camps coalition. 
 Five of the ten camps are located in the 
Western Region: Gila River and Poston in 
Arizona; Manzanar and Tule Lake in California; 
and Minidoka in Idaho.  Currently the Western 
Office is working directly with two groups: 

Tule Lake Internment Camp, CA 
Staff attended a pilgrimage to Tule Lake last 
summer and is assisting the Tule Lake 
Committee with organizational development.  
The Western Office awarded the Tule Lake 
Committee a PSF grant of $3,000 to support 
the development of a strategic plan. 
 

Poston Internment Camp, AZ 
In January 2003, Western Office staff and the 
Arizona SHPO will tour the Poston site with 
a former internee and tribal representatives 
from the Colorado River Indian Tribes, 
which owns the land.  They will assess the 
integrity and National Register eligibility of 
the site and the potential for stabilization, 
rehabilitation, and interpretation of the camp.

California Endowed PSF 
 

Fund for Labor Culture and History, San 
Francisco, CA: $2,500 to support the printing 
costs associated with publication of San Fran-
cisco Labor Landmarks, a guide book to his-
toric sites and public art pertaining to labor and 
the working people of San Francisco.  
 

Isleton Brannan Andrus Historical Society, 
Isleton, CA: $2,000 to hire a consultant to 
create stabilization and restoration plans for the 
Bing Kung Tong Building (1926, NR).   

Eldridge Campbell Stockton Memorial 
PSF for Washington State 
 

Washington State Parks & Recreation 
Commission, Olympia, WA: $2,000 to hire a 
consultant to conduct wallpaper analysis of the 
interior of the Rothschild House (1868, NHL 
District, NR, State designation) and develop a 
treatment plan.  
 

Seattle Theatre Group, Seattle, WA: $3,000 
to hire a consultant to conduct a study of the 
preservation needs of the Paramount Theatre 
(1928, NHL), prioritize the projects, and de-
velop architectural plans and budgets for the 
restoration and renovation of elements of the 
theater, including: roofing structure, terrazo 
flooring, original elevators, and marquee.

Maybeck Foundation, San Francisco, CA: 
$1,500 to hire a consultant to assist the Trus-
tees of the Maybeck Foundation establish long-
term goals for the organization. 
 

The Paramount Theatre, Seattle, WA 

All-Camps Summit Held in Los Angeles a  margin of 57% to 43%,  dedicating  $267.5 
million to California’s heritage.  
 The Western Office continues to provide 
leadership in the California Heritage Coalition.  
The collaborative effort on Prop 40 has fostered 
an ongoing statewide preservation advocacy net-
work.  Bringing the Coalition’s member organiza-
tions together has helped to increase preserva-
tion’s visibility as a state priority, improving the 
effectiveness and capacity of the individual or-
ganizations as advocates  
 The Western Office sustained the Coalition’s 
momentum by providing funds to CPF to extend 
its contract with a licensed Sacramento lobbyist 
who is monitoring preservation-related legislation 
in the California General Assembly. 
 California Heritage Coalition was recently 
awarded a $2,500 Collaborative Pilots Program 
Technical Assistance grant by the National 
Trust to continue development of a statewide 
advocacy network.  
 Most recently at the request of California’s 
Secretary of Resources, the Coalition’s member 
organizations have joined forces to draw up a 
proposal ensuring that remaining Prop 40 funds 
are allocated fairly and effectively.  The proposal 
suggests priorities for disbursing $90 million of 
Prop 40’s $267.5 million, maximizing access to 
Prop 40 heritage funds at the local level through 
competitive preservation and conservation grants.  

   Western Office staff helped form the 
California Heritage Coalition, a partner-
ship between the National Trust, California 
Preservation Foundation (CPF), California Histori-
cal Society, Los Angeles Conservancy, and San 
Francisco Architectural Heritage.  The Coalition 
successfully campaigned for voter approval 
of Proposition 40.  Despite low voter turnout 
and the economy's downturn, Californians 
overwhelmingly supported Proposition 40 by
