Trinity Church in the City of Boston

Boston, Massachusetts
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The phased work on this H.H. Richardson designed landmark focused on the conservation
and restoration of exterior and interior elements of the Church complex, including stained
glass, decorative paint, carved sandstone statuary and details, tile and slate roofs, and
interior furniture. In addition, life-safety concerns about egress, emergency lighting and fire
detection have been addressed while protecting the historic elements of the building and
site. Goody Clancy incorporated the latest sustainable design features at every phase of the
project.

Working with the church to meet the needs of the expanding parish, we designed the
transformation of the former basement crawlspace into the Undercroft, a new series of
spaces below the main church. This new area provides a much needed social and meeting
place. In order to provide air-conditioning to the church, we integrated a unique geothermal
cooling system, involving six wells driven 1,500 feet into the earth next to the building.
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
