Why Now?

• Latinos (numbering 45.5 million as of July 1, 2007) are 
now America©s largest minority group

• Latinos have long been under-represented within the 
historic preservation movementhistoric preservation movement

• Through our national network of nine regional and field 
offices, the National Trust has previously reached out to 
this population



Latino Initiative

• Goals :
–To make historic preservation relevant to the Latino 

community
–To teach Latinos about the benefits and advantages of 

neighborhood historic district and landmark designationneighborhood historic district and landmark designation
–To identify an inventory of Latino-specific sites
–To assess the efficacy of preservation resources  
–To determine the relevancy of historic preservation to 

the Latino community



Latino Initiative

• Outcomes:
–A comprehensive strategy 

• for addressing the Latino community’s unique needs 
and goals through historic preservation and community 
revitalization  revitalization  

• for making historic preservation relevant in the Latino 
Community

–A heightened public understanding and appreciation of 
over five centuries of contributions to the fabric of our 
nation

–An increased understanding of the Latino community in 
the preservation field
