This award recognizes organizations and agencies for their 

success in advancing the goals of historic preservation while 

providing affordable housing and/or expanded economic 

opportunities, particularly for low- and moderate-income 

families and individuals.

In addition to the general evaluation criteria outlined under 

the National Preservation Honor Awards category, the follow-

ing criteria will also be applied for the National Trust/HUD 

Award nominees:

Q  Does the nominated project or activity provide for the 

adaptive use of historic structures and districts for  

affordable housing and/or economic development  

opportunities for low- and moderate-income residents?

Q  Is the project or activity in an area that is part of a locally 

developed, overall community revitalization effort or part 

of a community revitalization plan?

Although HUD funding or other participation in nominated 

projects is not required, the nomination should clearly state 

what role, if any, HUD played in the nominated project or 

activity. 

A jury of preservation professionals and HUD representa-

tives is invited each year to review the nominations for the 

National Trust/HUD Secretary’s Award for Excellence in 

Historic Preservation.

Partnerships in Historic Preservation 

This National Trust/Advisory Council on Historic Preserva-

tion (ACHP) award honors outstanding partnerships that 

advance the preservation of important historic resources. It 

celebrates a project or program in which a federal agency and 

one or more non-federal partners have achieved an exemplary 

preservation outcome.

In addition to the general evaluation criteria outlined under 

the National Preservation Honor Awards category, the follow-

ing criteria will also be applied for the National Trust/ACHP 

Award nominees:

Q  Extent to which the completed project or established 

program demonstrates an exemplary federal role and a 

sustained federal/non-federal partnership;
Q  Preservation of a significant historic resource through a 

creative team approach; 
Q  Demonstrated commitment to furthering a federal preser-

vation ethic.

Nominations should specify the federal agency and non-fed-

eral partners contributing to the success of the project or pro-

gram. A jury of preservation professionals from the National 

Trust and the ACHP will review the nominations.
